C. Nothing conclusive only conjecture

III. Possible reasons why there is no conclusive mention of USA in prophecy
A. Only a nation for a short time
1. In 1787, Alexander Titler – Professor of history declared democracies
last only about 200 years
2. Ends when they vote for themselves gifts from public treasury
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Vote for candidates who promise them gifts from public treasury
4.  Nation collapse due to fiscal policy
5. Tyranny then follows
B. The cycle – desire to be free, faith and truth, courage, liberty, abundance, complacency, 
apathy, dependency, bondage
